Student Behavior and Parental Response

Occasionally, parents will directly confront other parents in regard to questionable student behavior. As a matter of policy and protocol, if parents are concerned about questionable student behavior, whether it’s their own child or another child, they should communicate directly with the teacher.  If you are still not satisfied, speak to the Principal.  Otherwise, feelings may be hurt and misperceptions magnified. Teachers are trained to work with students and parents in a professional manner. Teachers should be the first contact when responding to a perceived experience or concern regarding questionable student behavior. Where required, the Principal and School Counselor, Ms. Mollin, can assist in resolving issues related to student conduct. 

Boys’ Basketball Fees and Registration Due 
Early bird deadline is this Friday, October 29th. What do these fees pay for? The Athletic Program has to fund itself to exist. Approximately 90% of the sports fees are paid to CYO for our St. Paul’s teams' registration fees. CYO has unexpectedly increased their team charges by 30% this year. We have to pay CYO approximately $16,000 to enable all of our teams to play in the league this year. The sports fees also have to purchase sports equipment, team uniforms, one-third of the annual gym floor refinishing, etc. Needless to say, sports fees alone do not cover the full cost of the athletic program. Hence, additional funds are needed through fundraising endeavors such as: the Krispy Kreme Donut Card sales, Shoot-a-thon, football pools, Etc. Donations are always welcome!

Internet Usage and Potential Dangers (Presentation Nov. 18th 7:00pm)

Two police officers from the SFPD will address our parents on the topic of Internet Usage and its potential dangers. This will be a mandatory meeting for all 6th, 7th and 8th grade parents. We invite other parents interested in learning how predators lure young people into morally objectionable and illegal behavior by using the Internet. The presentation will be part of the parent group meeting scheduled for this evening. I urge all interested parents to attend this meeting. These officers will be following up this meeting with addresses to each of the 6th, 7th and 8th grades computer classes about the realities and dangers of posting personal information on the Internet.
